IV-B Disaster Plan for the Annual Progress and Services Report

As part of the Child and Family Service Plan Annual Progress and Services Report (APSR) due June 30, 2007, the state must develop a disaster plan for continuity of child welfare services. Specifically, the state must submit their procedures describing how the state would respond to a disaster in accordance with the following criteria for programs funded under title IV-B, subparts 2 (Promoting Safe and Stable Families Program):

(1) Identify, locate and continue availability of services for children under state care or supervision who are displaced or adversely affected by a disaster; 
(2) Respond to new child welfare cases in areas adversely affected by a disaster, and provide services in those cases; 
(3) Remain in communication with caseworkers and other essential child welfare personnel who are displaced because of a disaster; and
(4) Preserve essential program records and coordinate services and share information with other states (Section 422(b)(16) of the Act).
